Some Things to Think About When Writing your Speech
You are free to write your speech on any topic you want to so use your imagination and be creative! 
· The most important thing to keep in mind when choosing a topic and writing your speech is to have something to say. The judges want you to make them interested in your topic by telling them something original or interesting about it 

· Choose a topic that is interesting to you, but also that is interesting to your audience

· Give the judges and audience something to think about

· Think about why you like this topic then make the judges and audience like your topic too
Types of Speeches
Your speech can be serious, happy, sad, or funny. Choose a topic and write your speech in a way that shows your personality.
Personal Experience Speech

In the personal experience speech, you just write about something you have done in the past. It tells the audience something about yourself, how an experience has changed your life, or just tells a story about yourself that you want others to know about.

By far the most popular type of speech, the informative speech gives information to teach your listeners about something you are interested in.

Think about an issue you express your opinions about every day, do a little research on the issue to support your opinion, and write a speech about it.
