How to write a reflection paper
Writing a reflection paper is easy. Write one or two paragraphs explaining the reading and your opinion about it. You should do the following:
· Choose one story you read in class or the book you read for homework

· Write the name of the story  in the first sentence 

· Write 2-3 sentences to explain the contents of the reading in your own words
· Write a few sentences to explain your opinion about the reading. Make sure you say your opinion, and why
· Attach your paper to an email and send it to Wendy by 5:00pm on the date it is due
