Introducing the Source and Author in Your Summary
The first sentence in your summary is important because like the topic sentence in the paragraphs we have studied so far, you need to introduce the topic, show that you understand the topic, and create interest for your reader.
How to Introduce the Source and Author

There are two common ways to write the first sentence of your summary. 

· Write something about the topic then introduce the title and author 

· Mention the title and author first then tell the reader the topic 
Here are some examples of how to introduce the author and text in the first sentence of your summary.
· Sometimes love can be frustrating and magical as we see in Springtime on the Menu (Henry, O. 2007) is a story about … 

· The magic powers of love are related to us in Springtime on the Menu (Henry, O. 2007) as we see Sarah go through … 

· The sadness of a long, lonely winter turns into a happy love story in Springtime on the Menu (Henry, O. 2007) when … 

· Springtime on the Menu (Henry, O. 2007) is about … 

· In Springtime on the Menu (Henry, O. 2007), we learn about … 

· In Springtime on the Menu (Henry, O. 2007), we learn about .... 
· We read about … Springtime on the Menu (Henry, O. 2007), when …
