WebQuest Process

Online Activities

1. Choose one Writing Process and one Writing Genre
· Read the Writing Guide

· Do the activities about the same Writing Genre or Writing Process

· Take notes about the reading and activities

· Reflect on what you learned. Think about what you liked or didn’t like, what was useful or not useful and why

2. Make a writing blog or send an essay to a writing consultant for advice. 
Blog

· Start a Writing Studio blog using the instructions on the WebQuest homepage
· Write an introduction explaining who you are, where you go to school, and what advice about writing you want people to give you
· Copy and paste one of your essays into your blog for people to read and comment on. You can use an essay from any of Joe or Wendy’s classes. It can be an essay from this year or last year

· Check your blog regularly for comments from people using the Writing Studio
· Read other people’s writing blogs. You can see what other people write about and what they are concerned about with their own writing
· Make notes reflecting on your blog experience. What advice you received, whether it was a good way to get writing advice, what you thought of other people’s writing blogs, etc.
Send an Essay to a Writing Consultant

· Choose an essay you wrote this year or last year that you want some on. You can choose an essay you are writing for Joe or Wendy’s class this semester but you must send it to the Writing Studio at least one week before it is due.
· Decide what kind of advice you want the writing consultant to give you: organization, details and examples, grammar, word choice, etc.
· Click on the link to upload your essay, fill out the information form, upload your essay, and wait for a consultant to give you advice
· Take notes about your experience. What advice you received, whether it was a good way to get advice, whether the advice was helpful, etc.
Ask a question
· Go to the Ask a question link on the WebQuest homepage

· Send an email to the Writing Studio asking a question about writing.

Ex: How do I remember how to use a/an/the?

      How do I write a good conclusion?

      How do I write a good thesis statement?

· Make notes about your question asking experience
